�‡Won the bid for Edmonton to co-host the 2011 Special Olympics 
Alberta Provincial Winter Games. Edmonton, Devon and Leduc 
will co-host these games as each community delivered a strong 
bid for the 2012 National Winter Games. 

�‡Won the bid for Edmonton to host the 2012 World Women’s 
Baseball Championship. 

�‡Hosted two representatives in Ottawa for an Edmonton site 
visit on March 10-11 as part of the bid process for the 2011 
AthletesCAN Forum. If awarded, this forum would bring in over 
140 visitors to Greater Edmonton in four days.

�‡Participated in the United Vacations Product Launch & 
Educational Retreat in Las Vegas, NV January 8-10. This initiative 
provided product training to agents as well as networking 
opportunities.

�‡Participated in the American Bus Association (ABA)
